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Instructions
Set Up 
Cast on 80 sts (or any even number to fit your head) place marker and join 
as you begin first round.

Rounds 1-5:	 Knit all the way around

Hat
Round 6:	 *ZZ1* 40 times around
Round 7:	 *ZZ2* 40 times around

Repeat Rounds 6 and 7 for approximately 4 inches ending with Round 7.

Decrease top of hat:
You may find it helpful to place st markers between each decreased section 
Decreases begin with 16 sts per decrease section. You  will have 5 sections.

Dec. Round 1: 	 (*ZZ1* 6x, ZZDec) 5x around 
Dec. Round 2:	 *ZZ2* 35x around
Dec. Round 3:	 (*ZZ1* 5x, ZZDec) 5x around
Dec. Round 4:	 *ZZ2* 30x around
Dec. Round 5:	 (*ZZ1* 4x, ZZDec) 5x around
Dec. Round 6:	 *ZZ2* 25x around
Dec. Round 7:	 (*ZZ1* 3x, ZZDec) 5x around
Dec. Round 8:	 *ZZ2* 20x around
Dec. Round 9:	 (*ZZ1* 2x, ZZDec) 5x around
Dec. Round 10:	 *ZZ2* 15x around
Dec. Round 11:	 (ZZ1, ZZDec) 5x around
Dec. Round 12:	 *ZZ2* 10x around
Dec. Round 13:	 *ZZDec* 5x around

Thread darning needle and thread through remaing stiches and back 
through first two again. Bring yarn to inside and darn in tail.
